The library is 
inviting the community once again to share their passions, knowledge, and talents with their 
neighbors on March 19, 2016. 

For those with a local business, this is a great opportunity to make a positive impact on the 
community.  The library saw approximately 650 attendees at NJ Makers Day 2015 and reached 
many more via massive external promotion throughout the region and state.
